	To gain an understanding about contemporary Art.
To learn where abstract art ideas come from and how to develop personal ideas for abstraction.
To pick out shapes and images from architecture visuals and simplify shapes for filling in with colour. 
To document with mobile phones.

To fill in shapes with oil pastels. 
Pupils will document their own journeys through any digital means available, mobile phone, digital camera etc. They will then upload their pictures onto the computer and project their images onto the wall drawing around certain objects creating abstract shapes to fill in with paint. 
Pupils upload their documented journeys to the computer from digital media devices.

Pupils will learn about how to project digital media and how to use it for further development in their work.

The will transfer what they learned in previous lesson through the use of paint on a larger scale. 

The last lesson did not go quite to plan as there seems to be a problem uploading photographs from mobile phones to the computer. 

The pupils are going to learn about improvisation

They are going to learn to appreciate that sometimes in art they have to think on their feet and find another solution to the problem

The solution to the problem is going to be a serious of performances by t he pupils over a few weeks incorporating life drawing, sculpture and drawing personal objects.

They will learn how to pose for a life drawing sowing respect to the pupils drawing them by remaining still and creating an interesting pose. 

They will then learn how to quickly create a representation on their canvas with charcoal.

	Teacher led discussion: 15 mins.
Assess pupil’s knowledge of Art: painting, photography, drawing, sculpture and the use of the word contemporary.

Discuss the artistic process:

· Where artists obtain their ideas

· How they process their ideas

· How they convey their ideas. 

Introduce the scheme of work and the task for today.

Activity: 25 mins.

Investigate architecture visuals simplifying shapes and filling in with simple vibrant colours. no shading. Experiment with the technique of layering. Drawing over their original drawing.
Pleanary: 10 mins
Gather pupils around to discuss work and recap on initial discussion. Did we achieve our aims. How does our work compare to that of the artists looked at? Discuss what is expected of them for next time, how we are going to expand on these with paint and individual photos.
Teacher led discussion: 15 mins

 Recap on last day. Discuss the artists and abstract art and have a look at the images captured.

Activity: 25 mins
Pupils will continue on with last lessons work. I will call individual pupils up to the computer and up load their photos. They will then project chosen image onto wall and draw around selected images abstracting shapes with charcoal. They will then begin to fill in shapes with paint if there is time.

5 mins clean up.

5 mins discussion:
Recap on lesson and reminder on what is expected of them for homework. 
Teacher led discussion: 10 mins

Discussion about the issues faced with the use of mobile phones and how we are going to overcome the challenge with the class creating a performance in turn with half the class posing and half the class drawing

Activity: 15 mins
Today they are going to create a base layer for their painting. Half the class will stand on the tables in the centre of the room and create an interesting pose while the other half of the class will complete a 7 minute drawing in charcoal covering the whole size of the paper.

Activity 15 mins

Pupils will start to paint the drawn figures. There is not much time but they will make a start trying to fill in as much areas with flat colour as possible

Clean up 10 mins
Pupils will clean away all their materials table by table
5 mins discussion:
We will review the days work.

	What went well?

What could I improve on?

· I could have maybe used smaller groups for the life drawing to minimise the chaos even though i feel that they worked really good together and the drawings were great
· I maybe should have demanded some more respect and silence so that we could have had a good discussion about abstract painting

· Should have stamped authority down. 
	What went well?

· My idea for improvisation went down well
· There was a lot of work produced

What didn’t go well?

· Classroom control

What could I improve on?

· More systematic
· More in control

· Demand and wait for silence and persevere with it even though it is not working

· Take my time

· More important to gain respect rather than produce a fulfilled lesson
